Definitions
General Education Schools 
Primary Schools (“Grundschulen”)

are attended by all children. They cover the first four -  in Berlin (West) the first six -  years of 
schooling and provide a basic education, preparing the children for secondary schools. 

Secondary General Schools (“Hauptschulen”)
normally cover five school years (classes 5 to 9, including class 10 in some Laender in 
accordance with differing regulations in the Laender). Where primary school lasts six years (Berlin 
West) or where there is a two-year orientation stage independent of the type of school, secondary 
general school lasts for three school years, covering classes 7 to 9. These schools provide 
general education as a basis for the practical training for a wide range of occupations.
Primary and secondary general schools may also offer classes for children with special needs or 
intermediate school classes. The respective <#(ta are shown under special schools or 
intermediate schools.

Intermediate Schools (“Realschulen”)
are secondary schools which children attend after having finished primary school or after class 6 
of secondary general school. These schools end with the 10th year of education. The final 
certificate awarded by intermediate schools is the normal basis for a training in medium-level 
occupations. It entitles pupils to attend Fachoberschulen (cf. p. 25), specialized grammar schools 
or grammar schools with classes 1 1 -1 3  only.

Grammar Schools (“Gymnasien”)
are secondary schools which accept pupils who have completed primary school or class 6 of 
secondary general school. As a rule, pupils attend grammar school for nine years (classes 5 to 13) 
or seven years (classes 7 to 13). There are also extension grammar schools as a rule open to 
pupils with a final certificate from intermediate schools. The final certificate awarded by grammar 
schools gives entitlement to studies at institutions of higher education.

Comprehensive Schools (“Gesamtschulen”)
are schools in which the different types of school are combined in various organizational and 
curricular forms. Here only in te g ra te d  comprehensive schools, in which pupils are not assigned 
to streams shaped after the traditional types of school, are shown separately as from 1971. They 
also include the independent Waldorf schools. Data on coop e ra tive  comprehensive schools, in 
which the various types of school continue to exist side by side on common premises have -  as 
far as possible -  been included in the figures for the different types of school.

Special Schools (“Sonderschulen”)
are full-time compulsory schools which provide special care and tuition for physically, mentally or 
emotionally disadvantaged children or children at risk who cannot adequately be taught in normal 
schools. They include intermediate and grammar schools for such children.

Vocational Schools
Part-time Vocational Schools (“Berufsschulen”)

aim at enhancing pupils’ general knowledge and providing them with the basic theoretical 
knowledge necessary for the exercise of an occupation. In general, these schools have to be 
attended -  after completion of nine or ten years of compulsory full-time schooling -  by young 
people under eighteen who are undergoing initial vocational training on the basis of a training 
contract or who are otherwise employed.
These schools include institutions for children with special needs which provide vocational training 
for physically, mentally or emotionally disadvantaged adolescents and for young people at risk. 
Pre-vocational and Basic Vocational Training Year (“Berufsvorbereitungsjahr/Berufs- 
grundbildungsjahr”)
refer to a vocational education mostly in the form of full-time schooling, which provides basic 
general knowlege and basic vocational training relating to one occupational area.

Vocational Extension Schools (“Berufsaufbauschulen”)
are attended by young people who are undergoing or have completed vocational training or who 
are or have been employed. On successful completion, pupils earn a certificate equivalent to the 
intermediate school certificate.

Definitions (cont.)
Full-time Vocational Schools (“Berufsfachschulen”)

offer courses of a duration of at least one year. In general attendance is voluntary. These schools 
can be entered after completion of compulsory full-time schooling. They prepare for an 
occupation or provide full vocational training for pupils who have so far not completed a practical 
vocational training. These schools award a certificate to pupils who have passed their final 
examination. Students who have completed a 2-year course qualify for entrance to Fachschule 
(cf. definition below).

„Fachoberschulen“
require the intermediate school certificate or a recognized equivalent. Depending on previous 
vocational training, full-time attendance is for at least one year and part-time attendance for up to 
three years. Successful completion entitles leavers to take up studies at a „Fachhochschule“ 
(see definition on page 64).

Specialized Grammar Schools (“Fachgymnasien”)
are grammar schools oriented towards occupations. Admittance requires an intermediate school 
certificate or equivalent. Attendance is for three years (classes 11 to 13), and the final certificate 
entitles leavers to take up studies at institutions of higher education.

Trade and Technical Schools (“Fachschulen”)
are normally attended after completion of vocational training in the dual system or, in some cases, 
after several years of practical work experience. They are not compulsory. Admittance is also 
possible on proof of ability. These schools provide further training in a wide range of occupations 
(e.g. for a master’s or technician’s qualification). Full-time attendance is for between six months 
and three years and part-time attendance, normally for six to eight half-year periods.

General Education and Vocational Schools 
Teachers

Full-time teachers are persons teaching in schools and occupying an established post either as 
civil servants (Beamte) or as employees (Angestellte).
They normally teach the full teaching load which can, however, be reduced by up to 50 per cent 
according to the regulations applicable in the Land concerned (full-time and part-time teachers). 
Teachers without established posts take less than 50 per cent of the regular teaching load of a full­
time teacher. They are also known as teachers employed by the hour.
Data on teachers (Source: Standing Conference of the Laender Ministers of Education and 
Cultural Affairs) are based on a fictitious number of full-time teachers calculated on the basis of the 
standard number of teaching hours. Numbers of hours taught by part-time teachers and numbers 
of hours taught by full-time teachers in addition to their regular teaching load are added and the 
sum is divided by the standard number of teaching hours at the respective type or level of school.

A combination of education and training at a part-time vocational 
school and training in a company on the basis of a training contract (cf. 
definitions of vocational schools on page 27).

While under the Basic Law of the Federal Republic of Germany the 
Lander are responsible for vocational education in schools, the Federal 
Government has legislative competence for vocational training outside 
schools, in companies or training centres.
Vocational training and education outside schools (vocational training, 
further training and re-training) was regulated on a comprehensive and 
uniform basis for the whole of the Fecferal Republic by the Vocational 
Training Act of 1969.
This Act covers vocational training in industrial, agricultural and 
commercial enterprises, in the public sector, surgeries, solicitor’s 
firms etc. and in households. Training in companies is supplemented 
by training and education in centres run by various bodies (e.g. the 
employers’ associations, chambers, boards and so on).

A training contract is concluded between the company and the 
apprentice on the basis of the Vocational Training Act. The contents of 
the training and its length together with the examination requirements 
are laid down in federal training regulations (Ausbildungsordnungen). 
Training generally lasts 2 to 3 years, usually for 3. Flowever, there are 
also training courses lasting 3 Vi years, mostly taking the form of 
training in stages., e.g. in electrical engineering. At present training is 
available for some 450 recognized occupations.

For training at vocational, schools, curricula established by Land 
legislation are to be observed. The training regulations for company 
training and the framework curricula for school training are worked out 
in a joint procedure in accordance with to an agreement concluded 
between the Federal Government and the governments of the Lander 
in 1972.
It is the aim of vocational education and training to provide basic 
vocational education and the skills and knowledge necessary for the 
practice of a recognized occupation through specialized vocational 
training.

Definitions

Institutions of Higher Education
include all institutions (public and private) as defined in the higher education act of the Land concerned. 
Their aim is to foster and develop the sciences and the arts through research, teaching and studies and to 
prepare students for occupations which require the application of scientific knowledge and methods or 
creative ability in the artistic field. They include the following types of institution: universities, colleges of 
education, colleges of art and music and “ Fachhochschulen" (cf. definition below).

Universities
include universities, technical universities, comprehensive universities, colleges of education and other 
institutions of similar standing (e.g. colleges of medicine, colleges of theology). They offer 4-to-5-year 
courses in academic disciplines.
Studies at a university, college of theology or college of education and some courses at comprehensive 
universities require the general or the subject-restricted university entrance qualification.
Comprehensive universities provide both university-type and “ Fachhochschule” -type courses: some 
also offer courses in art. Courses can be integrated (short and long courses based on common introductory 
classes) or remain separated (in the case of co-operative comprehensive universities).
Colleges of education have the status of universities: the students at such colleges can be awarded 
doctor’s degrees and in some cases, also “ Habilitation” . Their main purpose is the training of teachers. 
Colleges of education are independent institutions only in the Laender of Baden- Württemberg and 
Schleswig-Holstein. In most cases they are part of a university or comprehensive university and are shown 
under that category. Students normally take three or four year courses.
Colleges of theology include the institutions maintained by the Churches as well as the state-maintained 
colleges of philosophy and theology; they do not include the departments of theology at universities. 

Colleges of Art and Music
offer courses in the visual arts, design, music, film and television. Entrance conditions vary; students may be 
accepted on proof of ability or after taking a qualifying examination. Courses last 4 to 5 years, as a rule. 

“Fachhochschulen” (not including Colleges of Public Administration)
“ Fachhochschulen” have developed from the former “ Hoehere Fachschule” and “ Ingenieurschule” . For 
entrance, a “ Fachoberschule" certificate is required. By the successful conclusion of a “ Fachhochschule" 
study course, the student also acquires the general entrance qualification for institutions of higher education 
(see definitions of schools on pages 24-25).

Colleges of Public Administration
are a special type of “ Fachhochschulen " run by the public administration of the Federal Government and the 
Laender to provide training for young people who wish to pursue the medium- level non-technical career 
within the public sector.

Students
are enrolled full-time students. Students on sabbatical and guest students are not included.

New Entrants
are students in their first higher education semester at a university or other instistution of higher education 
in the Federal Republic. The data refer to “study years” . One study year is the summer and the following 
winter semester.

Semesters in Higher Education
are semesters during which the student was enrolled at a university or other institution of higher education. 
They have not necessarily been devoted to the subject the student is studying during the semester of the 
survey.

Subject-related Semesters
are semesters devoted to the subject for which the student is enrolled in the semester of the survey. They 
may include semesters devoted to other subjects or courses where these are credited for the examination 
course. The number of students in their first subject-related semester is higher than the number of first-year 
sutdents because it includes students who have changed courses.

Final Examinations
are shown on the basis of information provided by the examination boards of the institutions of higher 
education and the state and church examining bodies.
A course of study at a university is normally concluded with a state examination (e.g. for the teaching 
profession), a university diploma examination or a master's examination.
Qualification for a doctor’s degree in most cases requires a previous final qualification in higher education.

Definitions (cont.)
Staff

includes academic and artistic personnel as well as technical, administrative and other staff.
The academic and artistic personnel includes, in addition to teachers at an institution of higher education in 
the narrower sense (professors, senior lecturers etc.), persons with special teaching assignments, consul­
tants, senior engineers, academic assistants and employees, persons for special teaching tasks (e.g. musi­
cal instruments, workshop activities), persons holding a part-time appointment, tutors and assistants who 
are no longer registered as students.
The technical staff includes, for example, engineers, technical assistants, technicians and craftsmen, while 
the administrative staff includes civil servants and employees in the central and faculty administrations and 
libraries: other staff includes nurses, porters, caretakers, gardeners and so on.

Field of Study
is a group of related subjects in which a complete course of study is possible under current examination re­
gulations.

Group of Subjects
comprises several fields of study.

Definitions 
Legal Basis

Training assistance is provided under the Federal Training Assistance Act 
(Bundesausbildungsförderungsgesetz -  BAföG), which came into force on 1 September 1971.

The Principle of Assistance
A person has a legal claim to individual assistance for training corresponding to his/her inclination, 
aptitude and achievements if the funds required for his/her subsistence and training “ are not 
available from other sources” , i.e. if the person concerned or -  in this sequence -  his/her 
spouse or his/her parents cannot meet these costs.
Persons entitled to training assistance include: Germans a&defined by the Basic Law, stateless 
foreigners and persons entitled to political asylum and^/Under certain conditions, also other 
foreigners.
Since 1983, pupils at secondary schools receive training assistance only if, for the purpose of 
their training, they are compelled to live away from home; the assistance is paid as a grant without 
the obligation of repayment. Students at higher education institutions receive assistance in the 
form of loans.

Institutions of Education and Training
The number of students completing their pre-vocational or basic vocational training years are not 
shown separately in the tables on training assistance, but are included in the number of students 
receiving assistance and attending full-time vocational schools. The numbers under the heading 
universities include students at comprehensive universities, colleges of theology and colleges of 
education.

Persons Assisted
The number of recipients fluctuates from month to month: with every new school year or 
semester, a new age-group of pupils and students becomes eligible for training assistance, while 
others conclude their training during the year under review (which corresponds to the calendar 
year) or cease to be eligible for BAföG training assistance for other reasons. Constant fluctuations 
in the number of assisted students thus lead to different ways of counting the number of pupils 
and students receiving grants or loans under the BAföG scheme. In the following tables the 
number of persons assisted is given in two different forms according to the type of information to 
be derived from the figures:

-  Where the number of recipients is related to total BAföG expenditure (as shown in the tables 
below), this number is defined as average monthly number of recipients (arithmetic mean of 
the 12 monthly figures recorded) permitting calculation of the average monthly expenditure 
per person assisted.

-  If the number of recipients is to be broken down e.g. by age, sex, educational background or 
family status, the total number of persons assisted during a specific year is given without 
regard to the actual duration of assistance, even if it has only been paid for certain months of 
that year. This total number is hence considerably greater than the average monthly number of 
recipients, who are assumed to receive assistance for the whole year under review. The total 
number of persons assisted which is given in the tables is the accumulated number of persons 
counted for the year under review.

Definitions (cont.)
Expenditure

On behalf of the supreme Laender authorities responsible for training assistance, the Laender 
computer centres charged with the calculation of the amounts of assistance pass on their 
statistics to the statistical offices in the form of extracts from their input data and their calculation 
results. In the interest of using this rather efficient method of data acquisition for statistical 
purposes, small deviations of the expenditure recorded in the statistics (total of computer- 
calculated amounts of assistance) from the total of the payments actually made must be accepted. 
Such deviations may for instance occur when subsequent payments are made for the preceding 
calendar year after the statistics have been passed on. Another reason is the fact that, although 
nearly all amounts paid are calculated by computers, there is a need in certain special cases for 
manual calculation or correction.

Definitions
“Continuing education” Since there are many different types of continuing education and 

since it overlaps with other forms of education, a generally accepted 
definition is very difficult to apply in statistics. The definition given by 
the Federal Laender Commission for Educational Planning may serve 
as an example: “ Continuing education is the continuation or 
resumption of organized learning after completion of a first phase of 
education and after embarking on working life."

Statistics supplied by 
continuing education 
institutions

Complete statistics on students, number and subjects of continuing 
education courses are available so far for few institutions only. As an 
example of the type of statistical data supplied by institutions, 
information on Adult Education Centres^/(Volkshochschulen), 
institutions holding an important position in Continuing general and 
vocational education, is compiled below.

Other continuing education institutions are for example: 
Chambers of Industry and Commerce,
Central Organisation of the German Crafts,
Association of Chambers of Agriculture,
Rationalization Board of German Industry,
German Trade Union Federation,
Adult Education Working Group of the Protestant Church, 
Adult Education Working Group of the Catholic Church.

Remark: Continuing vocational education and re-training are provided
according to the Labour Promotion Act (AFG). The Federal 
Employment Office is responsible for the financing.

Definitions
The Education Budget

The education budget in the strict sense includes the statistically established expenditure on the 
entire sector of education, which, in accordance with the definition given in the General Plan for 
Education, includes the nursery education and out-of-school youth education, school and higher 
education, continuing education, training assistance and the joint promotion of research provided 
by the Federal and the Laender governments.

Expenditure on research and development, expenditure by the Federal Employment Office on 
educational measures and the outlay of private industry for education and research are not broken 
down specifically.

Expenditure on administration, retirement pensions and the cultural sector are not included.

Nursery Education, Out-of-school Youth Education
Expenditure given for this area includes expenditure on kindergartens and on out-of-school youth 
education plus expenditure on some government-supported youth welfare institutions and some 
of the support given to private and NPO youth welfare institutions to the extent that these funds 
are used for out-of-school youth education.

Schools
Expenditure on schools includes that on primary schools, secondary general schools, special 
schools, intermediate schools, grammar schools, comprehensive schools, vocational schools 
including trade and technical schools as well as the outlay for courses which cannot be assigned 
to any individual school type.

Institutions of Higher Education
Expenditure on higher education includes expenditure on universities, technical universities, 
university clinics, colleges of education and institutions offering in-service training for teachers, 
comprehensive universities, colleges of art and music, Fachhochschulen and on courses which 
cannot be assigned to any individual type of institution.

Continuing Education
Expenditure includes that on adult education centres, in-service training of teachers, initial and 
continuing in-firm and inter-firm training, political education, public libraries, vocational and 
specialized academies as well as on other institutions of continuing education.

Assistance Schemes
Expenditure includes that on training and other assistance to pupils as well as that on pupil 
transport; the outlay for loans and grants awarded to students including other assistance to 
students as well as support for student accommodation; other measures in support of education.

R&D Expenditure
Expenditure on research and experimental development as defined in the Frascati Manual: 
“ creative work undertaken on a systematic basis in order to increase the stock of knowledge 
including knowledge of man, culture and society and the use of this stock of knowledge to devise 
new applications."

Of the expenditure on higher education institutions and university clinics, only the amounts spent 
on research and development have been included.

Definitions

Levels of Education In this presentation levels of education are defined by the duration of
education and training:

-  The primary level comprises schools which provide general basic 
education during a time span from four up to mainly six years. This 
general education is part of compulsory schooling, and pupils are 
normally enrolled at the age of six.

-  The secondary level generally comprises two educational cycles of 
different length and includes general education as well as 
vocational training. In most countries, the longer cycle (secondary 
level stage I) covers the years up to the end of compulsory 
schooling. The following, shorter cycle (secondary level stage II) 
provides qualifications entitling its holderto go on to further studies. 
In many countries, teacher training for institutions at the pre-school 
and primary levels is provided during this shorter cycle.

-  The higher education level comprises training and studies after 
completion of compulsory schooling. Students usually enrol at the 
age of 18 or 19. Technical schools and similar institutions are 
grouped under this level.
