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Athens Supports
Cypriots in Crisis
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NICOSIA —  Greece
pledged full support for the
Cypriot government after two
deaths last week on the Green
Line dividing the island and
wamed Turkey, a fellow
NATO member, that any mil-
itary advance would lead to
war.

Prime Minister Costas
Simitis held emergency talks
with Cypriot leaders Sat-
urday, after two Greek Cyp-
riots were killed during
protests in the UN-patrolled
buffer zone against Turkey’s
22-year military presence in
northern Cyprus.

Mr. Simitis accused Tur-
key of trying to raise tensions
in the region. He said recent
events ‘‘leave no doubt Tur-
key does not want a viable
solution to the Cyprus prob-
lem. It does not want coex-
istence.”’

‘“‘Nicosia and Athens
should deal with this situation
responsibly, but we want to
assure you we are ready to
deal with every provocation

with all means,”’ he added.

In a UN bid to reduce the
tension in Cyprus, Secretary-
General Boutros Boutros
Ghali last week proposed a
meeting between President
Glafcos Clerides of Cyprus
and the Turkish Cypriot lead-
er, Rauf Denktash.

Greek-Cypriot leaders said
Sunday they would consider
the UN request, but that the
flareup in ethnic violence
made the chances for a meet-
ing unlikely. A member of the
Cypriot National Council
said the island’s top political
body would discuss the UN
proposal on Tuesday.

Turkey’s prime minister,
Necmettin Erbakan, defen-
ded the killing last week of a
26-year-old Greek Cypriot
protester trying to tear down a
Turkish flag.

The victim was trying to
tear down the flag in the buf-
fer zone that has separated the
Greek- and Turkish-speaking
communities since 1974. A
