Draft Text of Speaking Points
for the Intervention of PM C. Simitis

(“The Future of the European Left”)

(a) The Challenge

We live through difficult and yet creative times. We live
through what Joseph Schumpeter called a period of "creative
destruction". But | would go straight into what | regard to be the
heart of the matter for the contemporary European Left, for
European democratic socialist parties. The greatest challenge we
are facing is how to adjust to the rapidly changing international and
European environment at the economic, social, political and cultural
levels. Because in the past decade or so we have witnessed the
most momentous changes in post war Europe and the world. The
changes are more complex and multifaceted than the simple catch-
phrases like "the end of history" or "the arrival of a new world order"
purport to convey. The end of the cold war and the disintegration of
the totalitarian regimes in Eastern Europe have shattered a number
of comfortable certainties that at least part of the left had for too
long, so uncritically, cherished. For the democratic left, though,
what happened came as no great surprise. We always thought that
socialism could be built and flourish only as a deeply democratic
movement embracing all the principles and ideals of the long
democratic tradition and the social, liberal thinking.

The challenges confronting us today stem primarily from a set
of varied factors which have their roots in the globalization of
economic relations, the spectacular technological change and the
disintegration of established social and cultural patterns  of
organization and behaviour. A great deal has been said and written
about economic globalization. | am not going to dwell too much
on that. | would only stress that the gales of change which have
swept through the global economy in the last ten years have been
creative as well as destructive. On the one hand, they seem to



have vindicated Marx and Engels who precisely 150 years ago
predicted in the Communist Manifesto - the anniversary of which is
widely celebrated this year - "the coming universal interdependence
of nations". On the other hand, these changes have stimulated
extraordinary feats of enterprise and innovation leading to
remarkable productivity gains.

Yet the same changes have unleashed powerful destructive
forces. The "casino-capitalism", which has been striving to replace,
and in some respects has indeed replaced, the mixed market
economy, has already led to social dislocation, social deprivation,
marginalization and breakdown. Unbridled market capitalism is
proving economically wasteful and socially destructive. It erodes
mutual loyalty, trust and social bonds upon which free, democratic
solidarity-driven societies have been constructed and depend for
their survival. It saps the bases of social cohesion and the sources
of social solidarity. Coupled with the unprecedented technological
innovations especially in information technologies, globalization
generates new cultural formations which threaten the existence of
traditional cultural identities and the notion of citizenship which is
associated with them.

(b) The Role of the State

Most significantly perhaps, the sweeping technological
changes, globalization and homogenization have all combined to
increasingly render obsolete the role of the nation state. This is
more so with respect to the management of our economies and to
shaping effective economic policy. The efficacy of modern nation
state, particularly in economic matters, has been totally impaired by
the elimination of borders globalization has brought about. We all
have painfully discovered recently, in one way or another, the
impotence of our instruments of economic policy in the face of
mounting international pressures and crises. The nation-state
might not be dead but it is not, at least economically , as effective
and autonomous as it used to be.

This reality ought not to escape our attention. | am
emphasizing this because we on the Left, behave sometimes as if
we were capable of solving problems within our national confines.
This simply is not true..



(c) Towards a Centre-Left Realignment

What can be the response of the contemporary European,
democratic Left to these challenges? What is the sustainable
alternative for our societies ?

In answering this question, | would fully endorse the idea put
forward by Prime Minister T. Blair that we need to chart a "third
way" between old style, state-centred socialism that appeals
practically to nobody, least of all to new generations, and the
unbridled, untamed capitalism which promises anarchy, anomie
and destruction for the future. In doing so, we need to reinvent, to
reconstruct the lexicon of the Left in a way that it will visibly and
persuasively appear to address the current challenges as well as
the prospects for our future. In embarking upon this effort, we have
to make sure that we retain all the good elements that have
enriched our ideological armoury and enabled us to build what has
become distinctively known as the "European social model". But
there is no point in returning to, or reviving old verities.

By a curious twist of history, we, on the democratic Left, can
legitimately claim to have inherited the legacy of all traditional
democratic movements, the ideals of the liberal democracy, the
principles of the  enlightenment and the social-democratic
doctrines. As democratic Left, we can claim, that is, to embody the
ideals of democracy, social justice, solidarity, tolerance and
progress. We therefore can demonstrate that we have broadened
our ideological and political credo beyond our traditional social
confines. This transformation should find expression in our political
organization , structures and dynamics.

In my view, the reformulation of our political structures could
take the form of a broader Centre Left constellation (alliance) in
Europe and a broader international framework bringing together all
political parties sharing common ideals and commitments. For the
first ime in post-war European history, this realignment of political
forces is not only feasible but also highly desirable if we are to
defend successfully basic human values and adapt, remodel our
societies to the new "requirements" imposed upon us by the
indented or unindented consequences of the sweeping global
changes with the new, twenty-first century in mind.



(d) The Role of Europe and the Left

It is a truism to say that no nation-state on its own can bridle
today untamed capitalism. We need therefore a transnational
framework to articulate our interests, policies, strategies and goals.
| am convinced that this framework is provided for by the European
Union. The European Union represents the "third way" between
the archaic, impotent nation-state and the anarchic and potentially
destructive globalized system. The European Union is the
inevitable response to the wild unfettered forces of globalization.
The Union could accordingly become the privileged arena for the
advancement of our ideals and goals.

Having said that, | should however hasten to add that the
European Union we have today does not and cannot correspond to
our vision. A European union with 18 million unemployed people
could hardly express the Left's vision. Our task should be therefore
to join forces with all democratic, centre parties in order to change
Europe. This is all the more important as the deadline for the new
“European elections” is approaching.

To reshape Europe in a way that corresponds to our ideals
and principles, | think it is important to restore the primacy of
politics in our efforts. We need a truly political strategy. Europe is a
political project. The economic and monetary union (EMU) is
important for economic reasons. But, it is more important, it is
imperative for political reasons. And EMU should function in a
political framework democratically legitimized.

To put it differently, we need a distinct political authority -
political government - in Europe. We need far-reaching
institutional reforms. To that end, | would propose to set up a
committee composed of members from our parties to work out
proposals for advancing political governance in the Union, which
means advancing political and social democracy in Europe.

Related to this is the urgent need to rebuild social solidarity
and a new notion of social collectivity. This implies the redefinition
of the European, public domain in a way that would reconcile the
competitive pressures of world markets with the need of preserving
" social cohesion and enhancing social justice on the one hand and



autonomy with social responsibility on the other. In this context, we
need to redefine the concept of "common good" as the only
means of imposing control and direction on the unruly pluralism of
global capitalism and the ghastly consequences it gives rise.

We must pursue this with "hard heads and soft hearts", with
determination and compassion bearing always in mind that a
system dominated solely by markets weakens the informal social
bonds that sustain communities and deter crime and anomic,
asocial behaviour and produces environmental degradation,
cultural desertification, epidemic disease, migration and terrorism.

Recasting the public domain in the way | have outlined with a
clear defining purpose and a new notion of common good is a
prerequisite for living a fulfilled life. Just as it is a condition for the
reinvigoration of the European Left.
