Topic: UK proposal for a European Constitution

(Preliminary Comments)

1.

The UK. government has presented (to the Convention) a proposal for a
European Constitutional Treaty. The main characteristic of it is that it
perceives the EU merely as “a Union of nation-states exercising their

sovereignties in common”. It is therefore a text which does not correspond to

our view of the EU as a supranational, potentially federated system, a union of
peoples and states aiming, as the Treaty says, for “an ever closer Union”
among the peoples of Europe. The phrase “ever closer union” disappears

completely

It is possible however to identify a number of positive elements in the UK

proposal/draft Constitutional Treaty. Included in these are:

e  The provision to abolish the distinction between the Union and the
Communities. The Union will be a single legal/political entity.

. The recognition of a single legal personality for the European Union.

e  The merging of the so-called third pillar (Title VI TEU/police and
judicial cooperation) into the first pillar.

& The structure of the Constitutional Treaty itself consisting, as it is, of a
Constitutional Treaty, setting out the common and fundamental
principles of the Union with “Acts” annexed to it laying out detailed

substantive provisions.

The negative elements are however more numerous and more important.

Among others:




. The elevation of the European Council to the supreme position in the

political system of the EU with its own president and the authority “to
establish a programme of policy objectives” to be implemented by other
institutions (i.e. Commission). This provision is most likely to upset
fundamental inter-institutional balances in the EU (undermine the role of
the Commission, etc).

e  The absence of any reference to CAP and Structural Policies/Cohesion

in the main bodies of the Constitutional Treaty.

° The absence of any reference to some fundamental principles, most
notably that of selidarity which forms the core of the Union’s values.
° The non-incorporation of the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the

European Union into the Constitutional Treaty (though reference to the
Charter is made in the Constitutional treaty).

e The creation of a new mechanism which would allow national
parliaments to essentially block Union’s legislation (compliance with
the principle of subsidiarity)

. The provision for a possible withdrawal of member state from the EU.

On the whole, the UK text can be seen as a useful contribution of a minimalist
nature. The author of the text (Prof. A. Dashwood) has characterized it as “ an
anti-federalist document”. Most of the smaller /medium member states of the

Union are against it.
