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¥r. Chairman, ladies and gentlemen of the Congress, please
accept my gratitude for your invitation to me to participato
in your Congress and to speak on behalf of the Greek pcople,
who since 1967 have lost every vestige of the frecdoms which
your countries still enjoy.

A Congress such as yours, a Congress of the Communcs, the
Townships, the Munilcipalities, the Regions of Burope is the
nost genwine, the moest direct possible expression of the values
end ‘the aspirations of the people of Europe - values and aspi—
rations thet do not ealways converge with the actions of the
governments o0f the Europecan nation-states.

My meseage to you, the message of the enslaved Gretk people,
can hardly be an optimistic onee. For, since April 1967 the
Greek veople have becn denied the right to eleet their repre-
sentatives at all levels, the village, the town, the city, the
nation = 2 they have been deprived of even the most rudimentary
protection of their civil rights from the arbitrary and brutal
actions of q militaristic neo-fascist state.

Approximately 25 million people died in the Second World Var to
banish fascism from Europe. Yet the Eurape of the 60'ies and
the TO'ies is witnessing the rebirth of fascism in a new and
most malignant form. For the military coup d' etat in Greece was
not a domesdtic incident, the result of a bhonapartist adventure
on the part of a nationalist military clique. Quite to the con~
trary, the coup represents a new ahd subtle form of foreign
occupation of our country. It was carried out hy the wreck intel-
ligence services in close cooperation with the intelligence
services #f the United States and in the context of a ITATQ con-
tingency plan under the code name " Prometheus ".

Greece joined NATO in 1952 in order to protect its national
integrity, only $o discover that through this instrumentality,
its national intercsts and the basic democratic frecdoms of its
people ware sacrificed on the altar of the strategic and econo~
mic intexcats of the superpower of the West,
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Grecce is the first Dominican Republic on the Buropean conti-
nent. And if the Buropean peoples and governments do not reaoct
gtrongly to this especially vicious form of imperialist expansion-
ism of the US, there will be other vietims. The governments of
Burowne did make one important decision: to oust Greece from the
Council of Zurope. And the European Comuon Marlket has put on
ice its association with Greecce.

Unfortunately, however, we are witnessing now a softening in
the stand of Buropean governments toward the Athens junta, a
process of rapid normalization in thelr relations with neo-fasist
Greeces This is mostly due %o the powerful, direct and continuing
pressures on European govermments by the United States to accom-
modate themselves to and accept as neceagary evil the death of
democracy in Greece, in return for the tranaformation of that
country into a wveritable mlllthJ bagtion and colony of NATO in
the Bastern Mediterrancan theatre,

A new and dangerous process of polarization is under way in the
Durope of the West which makes mockery out of the aspirations of
the Zuropeans for a united, democratic and Just Burone. By now a
division of the Burope of the West is clearly visible: there is
the Europe of the rich in the North, and the Burope of the poor
in the Souths The Europeans of the North enjoy a high standard
of living and dcmocratic institutions. The Burowncans of the South
have becn deprived of their elementary frecdoms in the context
of neo~fastism and nco--colonialisn.

Portugal, Spain, Grecce and Turkey - four faseist or neo-fasecisth
regimes dommnatc the scenc in Southern Burope. They, along with
other relatvively poor natione of the Maditerranean are contribut-
ing to the growth and development of the Burope of the Noxth by
supplying it with cheap labtour. Hapidly the South Europecans are
becoming the Blacks of Eurode.

Is it possible, i% it conceivable to build & united, a free and
democratic <urope on this basis?Vords sometimes are misleading.
All of ue here believe in supranational institutions, in genuine
internaticnalism that cute across the primitive nationalist
aspirations of the governments of the Zuronean nation-states,

But this should not lead us into accepting supranational develope
nents that imply the loss of frcoccdom and self-determination of
the peodles of Zurepe on the altar of the strategic and economic
intercsts of a superpower. And it should not blind us to the fact
that the military burcaucracy of the Atlantic Alliance, side by
side with the private burcaucracics of the US-bascd multinational
corporations have decisively undermined the capability even of
the Buropeans of the North to chart their course on the bagis of
their own interests, valucs and aspirations.
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The Internationalism of the Atlantioc Community constitwtes,on
the one¢ hand,the silent surrender of Western Zurope and,on the
othe: Dhahd, uhe colonization of the Europe of the Medlterranean.

Sut nvite apayxt from this, it should be clear tnat a Durope
which 21¢ divided into two military blocs -~ the Burope of the West
anw whe Gurope of the East - cannot effectively serve the interests
or “he eoples of BEurope. Veritable European unity is possible only
in 1l absence of bloes and superpower domination.

& Ce=22ity Conference in the context of blochk will do no more
than o reaffirm the division of Europe and to bring about a
defenee  which will be limited to central and northern Burope.
For the nations of the Mediterranean it will necessarily have
littic ©o» no meaning - since they constitute the theatre of an
increcasingly intensc antagonism between the two superpowers.

Your Gongress is ideally suited for the formulation of a strate-
gy which in time may lead to a democratic and undominated Zurope.
Fires of all, because you represent the pecople rather than the
goreoan~nts of Western Europe. Secondly, because the composition,

he rovy atrueture of your congress is based on respect for local
ant +~:onal autonomy, for action at a level where participatoxy
dewsooacy cuks aeross the cliches of parliamentary forms and gives
the peouie a chance to decide directly and immediately on the
issues wnat conccrn them.

Tho struggle for a wider decision horizon for the manicipal and
regioncl authorities and the enhancement of regional autonony,
far T on being an impediment to a genuine federation of Iurope,
prmzn;wJ the key insiyumentality for the achicvement of the united
Buroee of the future.

But the pursuit of this lofty goal prosupposes couragevus action
now.:5 Ls illusory to expect that a dcmocratic, united 3urope can
be Luilt on the ruins of Grecce, of Portugal, of Spain and of
Turiev. As it 4is illusory to expect that Burope can achieve its
indeccndence and maintain its own idenjity in the presence of the

tragio division between £ast and Vest.Democracy, frecdom and human
dicii sy are indivisible. If the Northérn Buropcans permit the
meconeong of US domination to colonize the European countries of
the Sowkh, then their ownfrecdoms will be short-lived.

On toeralf of the people of Grecce and in the interest of the

peozice of Burope I ask of you to act now, to support gpenly and
strony.y our fight for the liberation of Greece, for a free,
indezenacnt and democratic CGrecce,
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
